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The Netherlands has a complex network of waterways which
are not all shown here. We have only shown principle
waterways which allow you to visit the cities, towns and
villages that feature within this guide.
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Times and the number of locks and bridges shown here are based on
the most direct route between stops, using principle waterways.
Other routes may be possible - please consult your onboard
waterways map. Times are an approximation only and are calculated
on the basis of an average speed of 7.5km/h and an average time of
12 minutes to pass through a lock and 4 minutes to pass a lifting
bridge. Your speed, the flow of the water and the time it takes to go
through locks and bridges will all affect your progress.



VINKEVEENSE PLASSEN

Le Boat's Vinkeveen base is located on the shores of this
vast lake that is alive with visitors and watersports

lovers in the summer. Take a refreshing swim, cruise
among the many islands and eat in one of the excellent
lake-side restaurants.

EXITING VINKEVEEN PLASSEN

You can exit the lake to the south, through
Demmerikse Lock (see back cover for times and
charges) and then along the Angstel River. From here
you can head along the wide and busy Amsterdam-
Rijnkanaal. You'll make quick progress, but you'll
share it with large, commercial barges and many find
it quite daunting. For a more pleasant boating
experience, we suggest turning off onto the adjacent
and prettier River Vecht that wends its way at a more
leisurely and scenic pace.

Although a lively cosmopolitan city, packed with museums,
markets and entertainment for all, Amsterdam has managed
to retain much of its traditional character. If markets are your

thing, the Albert Cuyp Market in De Pijp is the largest and
most popular, open Monday to Saturday with 260 stalls
offering everything from street food to fresh stroopwafels.
For vintage finds, head to Waterlooplein - the city’s oldest
flea market, with around 300 unique stalls open Monday to
Saturday. Grachtengordel is arguably the most charming
part of the city with its lattice of waterways and sweet
bridges overlooked by canal houses, while the Herengracht
canal is the most prestigious canal in the city, and a great
place to stroll at night when the grand facades are
illuminated. Bike is the best way to get around orhopon a
glass-roofed canal boat for a different perspective (and to
get aview the slanted houses).

MUSEUMS

The Anne Frank Museum, the Van Gogh Museum and the
Rijksmuseum, with its wonderful collection of Rembrandt
paintings are three sights not to be missed. The Nemo
Science Museum is another must.



Amsterdam is famed for its vibrant nightlife, and the two
key areas of Leidseplein and Rembrandtplein are the place
to be, whetherit's to party or just sit and soak up the
atmosphere. And if you're simply planning to eat your way
through Amsterdam, Pickled Herring, Stroopwafels and
Bitterballen are a great start! Amsterdam is also full of great
spots to try local Dutch brews. Brouwerij 't |J, located next
to a windmill and easily reached from Sixhaven marina, is a
top pick for craft beer in a unique setting. They offer English
tours on weekends at 3:30pm - but get there early, as spots
fill up fast. If you're after something more mainstream, the
Heineken Experience is another fun stop for beer fans. For
luxury shopping, stroll down P.C. Hooftstraat - one of the
world's top-rated shopping streets. It's perfect for some
window-shopping and designer daydreams. For more
everyday finds, head to Kalverstraat.

Amsterdam’s central Red Light District is the most famous
of the city's three and draws visitors with its unique blend
of history and nightlife. Along its scenic canals, you'll find a
mix of bars, adult shops, museums, and historic landmarks,
all offering a unique window into Amsterdam’s

open-minded spirit.

Don't
miss Volendam's museums, including the Volendam
Museum, Palingsound Museum, and the Cheese Factory,
where you can learn about the local culture, cheese-making
traditions, and wooden shoe craftsmanship. It's the perfect
mix of history, culture, and charm!
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Famed worldwide for its delicious cheese, the charming town
of Edam celebrates its heritage loud and proud. At the heart
of Edam is the Damplein, a small town square where you'll find
the Edam Museum, renowned for its floating cellar. From here
it's just a short walk to the Grote Kerk, the largest three-
ridged church in Europe, where you can enjoy impressive
views over the surrounding area.

A visit to St Janskerk is well worthwhile to see the Goudse
Glazen, an impressive collection of 70 stained glass windows
dating back to the 16th century, and which are explained on
an audio tour. If you're feeling active, the Reeuwijkse Plassen
north of Gouda is the perfect place to explore on two wheels
with miles of car-free cycle tracks. You can even explore
Gouda from the water by renting a SUP to paddle through

the beautiful canals of the historic city center.
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Visiting the Kamphuisen Siroopwafel Factory is a must

for anyone with a sweet tooth, offering a chance to
experience two centuries of tradition while enjoying
freshly made siroopwafels.

While there are a
few small boutiques and
restaurants, the main
attraction hereis The
Heksenwaag, where
witches were tried in the

The Heksenwaag, :
Oudewater 16th century.

They were weighed on the scales and if above a certain weight;
they were deemed too heavy to ride a broomstick and
therefore must not be a witch. If they passed the weighing
they would receive an official certificate. There is now a small
museum in the Heksenwaag in honour of this colourful past.



UTRECHT

Utrecht is a beautiful old city and well worth a daytrip. Top of

your list to see should be the Dom Tower. There are regular
tours and after climbing the 465 steps to the top, you'll have a
beautiful aerial view of the city. The city is home to countless
museums, such as the excellent University Science Museum,
while the Miffy Museum, dedicated to the cute cartoon rabbit,
is perfect for young children. St Martin’'s Cathedral and the
botanic gardens are also worth a visit. After dark —follow the
Trajectum Lumen, a self-guided trail that leads you around
artistically lit locations throughout the historical city centre.
Pick up a guide from the tourist information centre.

We recommend you use the moorings
alongside Nieuwekade —look for
‘Monicabrug’ on your onboard
waterways map.



Just 13 kilometers west of Utrecht lies Kasteel de Haar - the
Netherlands’ largest and most lavish castle, and an absolute
must-visit for history lovers and fairy-tale seekers alike.
Originally builtin 1391 and reimagined in the late 19th century
by famed architect Pierre Cuypers (of Rijksmuseum fame), this
grand neo-Gothic estate stuns with its dramatic towers,
whimsical turrets, and a moat that looks straight out of a
storybook. A stroll through its opulent halls and lush gardens
feels like stepping into a different century

Don't miss a visit to
Kasteel Nijenrode, a stunning castle with rich history, now
home to a business university, where you can explore its
grounds and learn about its past.

LOCKS AND
LIFTING BRIDGES

There are four ways to pass a lock or a lifting bridge
in the Netherlands. The required method will be
clearly displayed on site as you approach. There are
four different ways to pass a bridge/lock:

1. Lock or bridge will operate automatically using
Sensors.

2. Operation will commence by pressing a button.
3. Call the lock/bridge keeper (humbers are
indicated on the bridge/lock).

There is afee of €1 —€3 to pay at a small number of
locks/bridges, so keep some change handy for you
to

throw into the basket as you pass. The fee for
Demmerikse Sluis, to exit and enter Vinkeveen to
the south, is €7 in each direction.

Most
locks and bridges are closed on Good Friday and Easter Monday,
but most are open on other public holidays. Opening hours can
vary on some waterways.

MOORING

Moorings are plentiful in the Netherlands, although you
must moor in dedicated moorings which have bollards
or rings to tie your lines to. Public moorings along the
banks are usually free, although these will have no
facilities. Most towns and facilities have public moorings
with water, and sometimes electricity, for
approximately €10—-€15 a night. The fee at private
marinas is between €20 - €30.
